All of the awards are based upon students’ performance in committee, emphasizing: 

· their knowledge of the topics discussed; 
· the accuracy of their representation of their assigned country’s policies; 
· cooperation and collaboration with other nations in the pursuit of consensus; 
· their ability to use parliamentary procedure effectively; 
· and their speaking and negotiating skills.
