Fellowship in Psychosocial Rehabilitation of Veterans with Serious Mental Illness 

CTVHCS is offering a social work fellowship in the Interprofessional Psychosocial Rehabilitation Fellowship Program. CTVHCS is the seventh Health Care System to offer this fellowship within the VHA. The goal of the fellowship is to prepare future service delivery leaders in the VHA's ongoing process of transforming VA mental health services to a comprehensive psychosocial rehabilitation approach. In order to facilitate the emergence of skilled and effective rehabilitation oriented practitioners and leaders, this training program will be interdisciplinary in nature. We will recruit fellows from a variety of disciplines.

The fellowship will build on core clinical skills acquired in graduate training with strong emphasis on developing skills in clinical application of PSR approaches to Veterans with serious mental illness. In order to prepare for future mental health leadership roles, fellows will develop an educational dissemination project related to psychosocial rehabilitation. Other core training activities will include didactic seminars, journal clubs, and case presentations. These and other training activities will increase the fellows' skills in supervision, clinical consultation, and program evaluation and management. Research opportunities will be available with the CTVHCS Mental Health Behavioral and Medicine Research Service and the VISN-17 Center of Excellence for Research on Returning War Veterans. The fellowship is located at our Waco facility, a large neuropsychiatric hospital with well developed outpatient mental health services. The primary training settings will be in the following mental health programs – Seriously Mentally Ill Life Empowerment Program, Mental Health Intensive Community Management, and Psychosocial Rehabilitative Recovery Center. There may be additional secondary training opportunities.

Length of fellowship: 2080 hours

Total Stipend: $29,682 

Benefits: Health insurance, sick leave and vacation will be provided. Authorized Absence may be approved for off site seminar and conference attendance.

Application Due Date: We will consider applications until positions are filled.
Start Date: September 2011 
Applicant Eligibility:
a.  Applicant must be a citizen of the United States. 
b.  An applicant who is eligible for licensure must have a valid, unrestricted license to practice in at least one of the states or territories of the U.S. Applicants who are not yet eligible for licensure but otherwise meet fellowship eligibility requirements may apply for this fellowship.
c.  Applicant must have successfully fulfilled the requirements of a masters program in Social Work from a school accredited by the Council on Social Work Education (CSWE). If the applicant has not completed the necessary coursework at the time of application, a letter from the school stating that these requirements will be fulfilled by the intended start date of the fellowship program must be provided. An applicant who is selected for the fellowship will not be allowed to start the program until documentation is received by the Office of Academic Affiliations that the requirements have been met.
