NAMED FOR MR. ALPHONSE FLETCHER, SR., THE FLETCHER FELLOWSHIPS ARE AWARDED TO SCHOLARS, WRITERS, AND ARTISTS WHOSE WORK CONTRIBUTES TO IMPROVING RACE RELATIONS IN AMERICAN SOCIETY AND FURTHERS THE BROAD SOCIAL GOALS OF THE U.S. SUPREME COURT’S 
BROWN V. BOARD OF EDUCATION DECISION OF 1954.


         The first class of Alphonse Fletcher, Sr. Fellows was named in 2004, on the 50th Anniversary of the U.S. Supreme Court’s Brown v. Board of Education decision as part of a $50 million, multi-year initiative pledged by Alphonse Fletcher, Jr. Since 2004, there have been 39 fellows named, all of whom are contributing to the legacy of Brown in diverse fields including literature, criticism, the visual and performing arts, history and the social sciences, community organizing and activism, journalism, entrepreneurship, and environmental studies. 

Fletcher Fellows are chosen by a selection committee chaired by Professor Henry Louis Gates, Jr., Alphonse Fletcher University Professor at Harvard University. The other members of the committee are Professor K. Anthony Appiah, Laurance Rockefeller University Professor of Philosophy, Princeton University; Professor Lawrence Bobo, W. E. B. Du Bois Professor of the Social Sciences, Harvard University; Dr. James P. Comer, Maurice Falk Professor of Child Psychiatry at the Yale University School of Medicine's Child Study Center and Founder of the School Development Program; Thelma Golden, Director and Chief Curator, Studio Museum in Harlem; and Dr. Amy Gutmann, President of the University of Pennsylvania. 

Details of the Fellowship: 
· The Fletcher Fellowship accepts project proposals from all intellectual disciplines. The three primary criteria for selection are the relatedness of the project to the “spirit of Brown”; the feasibility of the project’s completion within a one-year period; and the project’s impact upon the legacy of Brown. The Fletcher Fellowship is not a dissertation completion award and does not fund graduate study.
· Each selected recipient of a Fletcher Fellowship shall receive a $50,000 stipend payable over one year to be used towards the completion of the project outlined in this application. 
· All recipients will attend a reception in 2012 at which the Fellows will be publicly named and will officially accept the award, unless notified of the cancellation of the event.
· In an effort to promote the work of the Fellows and to further the discourse surrounding Brown, Fellows will make an oral presentation related to their project at a public forum within the one-year period of the Fellowship.
