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The Social Science Statistics Center (SSSC) at the University of Missouri was created in 2003 to foster interdisciplinary statistics research in the social sciences.  Since its inception, the SSSC has collaborated with 210 faculty/staff researchers and has assisted 750 graduate students with their statistical analysis.  In this talk, I present a few collaborative projects with researchers from the social sciences.   One such study uses a multilevel modeling, specifically random coefficient regression models, to investigate whether cities with minority mayors exhibit differences in municipal expenditure behavior.  Other collaborations are from diverse areas such as nonprofit fundraising, music and classics.  Statistical methodologies include growth modeling, logistic regression, discriminant analysis and cluster analysis.
