Baylor Theatre Audition/Interview Requirements

You may not register for theatre majors classes or declare theatre as your major until you have been accepted into the Department of Theatre Arts based upon your audition/interview.

*******************************************************************************************************************
Performance Students:

1. Prepare two contrasting monologues, each no more than one minute in length.

2. Prepare a Broadway-style song of no more than 16 to 20 bars--approximately 30 to 40 seconds.  
Singing is optional, but encouraged if you feel it will strengthen your audition.

3. The two monologues and the optional song will be followed by a short interview with the acting/directing faculty.
4. In addition to your prepared audition, you must bring:

a. The completed audition form.

b. A one-page Statement of Purpose detailing why you want to become a theatre major at Baylor.

c. Two letters of recommendation.

d. Feel free to bring your professional 8x10 headshot, but be aware that we will also take your picture immediately before your audition.

******************************************************************************************Design/Technical Students:

1. Prepare a professional-style portfolio or other examples of your work.  

2. In addition to your portfolio/materials, you must bring:

a. The completed audition form.

b. A one-page Statement of Purpose detailing why you want to become a theatre major at Baylor.

c. Two letters of recommendation.

d. Feel free to bring your professional 8x10 headshot, but be aware that we will also take your picture immediately before your audition.

Helpful Hints for Performance Auditions
· Dress and present yourself in a professional manner.
· Monologues may be contrasted in any way you choose (modern, classical, serious, or comic).
· Observe all time limits.

· Know the titles, authors, and characters in your audition pieces.
· No UIL/forensics introductions are necessary.
· Do your audition pieces in the order with which you are most comfortable.
· All audition pieces must be memorized.
· Don’t use audition pieces that require an accent .
· Avoid monologues with telephone calls.
· Avoid playing profile.
· Be prepared to repeat your monologue after direction is given.
· Don’t feel obligated to sing if it is not your talent.
· Pick audition pieces appropriate to your age and emotional range.
· Avoid overacting and/or overly dramatic material.
· Remember that sexually explicit or socially offensive material usually works against an auditioner.
· Don’t apologize or make excuses for your work.
· Don’t choose a “signature song” (a song that is strongly associated with a particular performer).
· Be prepared to provide your own musical accompaniment on CD or tape (cued and ready to play).
· It is acceptable to sing a cappella.
· Keep your audition simple and honest.
· Don’t be nervous.  We want you to do well!
· No elaborate staging is necessary, but a chair will be provided.
· In addition to a recommendation letter from your theatre teacher, you may bring letters from other teachers, pastors, or counselors.
Helpful Hints for Design/Tech Interviews

· Dress and present yourself in a professional manner.
· Have your work organized and ready to be presented.
· If you do not have a formal design portfolio, bring any materials that you feel reflect your sense of artistry and your interest in theatrical design.
· Don’t apologize or make excuses for your work.
· Your presentation materials may contain art work not directly related to the theatre—sketches, drawings, paintings, photographs, journals, promptbooks and accompanying paperwork, technical drawings, etc.

· Be concise in your explanations of the material.  Lengthy anecdotes are distracting and diffuse your presentation.
· Plan out your presentation in an organized manner.

· Electronic portfolios are acceptable (technical arrangements to show the material must be made in advance). 
· Don’t be nervous.  We want you to do well!
· In addition to a recommendation letter from your theatre teacher, you may bring letters from other teachers, pastors, or counselors.
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
