Application Material and Test Score Deadline is February 15, 2010.

All applicants must have a minimum of eighteen undergraduate semester hours in theater arts. Most successful applicants have completed a BA or BFA in theatre and have had practical theatre experience outside of their college or university environment. Applicants must meet all requirements for admission to the Baylor University Graduate School.

2. Submit the following materials direction to the Graduate Program Director (Dept. of Theatre Arts, One Bear Place # 97262, Waco, TX  76798-7262): 
· Full-length director’s analysis and concept statement for The Clean House by Sarah Ruhl 
· A written statement of purpose (same as sent to the Baylor University Graduate School)
· Theatre resume
We prefer to have the opportunity to interview candidates on campus. Interviews will be scheduled to take place between February 15 and March 15.  At the interview, the applicant should be prepared to present a directing portfolio (hard copy or electronic) showing his/her directing process and aesthetic with production photographs, reviews, etc. Please e-mail Dr. DeAnna Toten Beard to schedule your interview. 
If it is not possible for you to travel to Baylor University for an on-site interview, please notify the Graduate Program Director and arrange to have your portfolio sent to the admissions committee. Your directing portfolio must be should be sent for the committee to review.  In this case, please send only duplicate materials as the directing portfolio will not be returned to the applicant.
