Spring 
Research overseas university systems and study opportunities. 
Review the Fulbright.gov website after May 1 when all programs are updated for 09 - 10.  The website has many and varied resources.  Spend time investigating many avenues within the U.S. Student Program site within Fulbright.
Consult your academic advisors and professors for ideas about which project ideas might be more perfect than others. 
Locate ideal programs and decide to whom you would write for host country affiliation.   
Determine when to take GMAT, LSAT, and other tests in light of the possible Fulbright application and the time you need to focus on that process, if you are an undergraduate graduating in 2008 or 2009. 

Summer
Application materials will be available online.  Register on-line. 

Begin drafting your narrative vitae and your proposal for study/research 

Send preliminary copies to friends and experts for critiques
Contact experts at Fulbright to ask targeted, country-specific information**
Send recommenders reference forms and drafts of your proposal.   

Stay in contact with campus representatives as you progress

Review language skills in preparation for language examination

Contact university or agencies with whom you would like to study or do research.  Secure letters of affiliation from host country program/university
If applying for an ETA, consider adding experience as a teacher in a volunteer program

Mid-August to Mid-September
Make final revisions.  Consider making appointment with Writing Center for polishing essays.
Follow up with recommenders to remind them of the due dates for submitting their letters.
Fulbright workshops are held nationwide.  They are optional, but useful.  Check Fulbright.gov for details.
Contact University Scholarship Mentor, who will review your documents.
Work with campus mentor to have a mock campus interview
Sign up for formal campus interview on sheets in 110 Burleson Hall.  

September 15, 2008, 5:00 p.m.  Fulbright Campus Deadline.  At this time, the application, the language test, transcript, and sealed letters of recommendation are due in a packet to Associate Dean Elizabeth Vardaman, 110 Burleson Hall.  
Late Sept. and Early Oct. 
Fulbright Campus Interviews.  (Re-read application and carefully prepare for this important event.)

Final revisions to applications.  (Date to be announced that all documents are finalized.)
Mid-Oct.- Fulbright National Deadline..  The University submits your documents to IIE.
Fulbright Commission Timeline:  

December - January - National Screenings of IIE Fulbright Applications.  

February - Results of National Screenings announced.  Those who are “recommended” will be notified that their documents have gone forward to be reviewed by the Fulbright offices in the host countries for which they are bidding.  

Spring/Summer – Individuals are selected in various countries by the Fulbright offices and announcements come forward over a four-month period, March to June.
