1. Turn in your own pledge first!

2. Attend Fund Drive events

a. Kickoff event (March 7)

b. Volunteer social events – baseball tailgate parties (4/7, 5/2)

c. Golf Outing and Awards Ceremony (TBA)

3. Sign up as many NEW MEMBERS as possible.  Raise as much NEW MONEY as possible.

a. Anyone who was not a member in 2008 will be counted as a NEW member this year.

b. Asking current members to INCREASE their pledge will count as NEW money for your totals.

4. Report your progress weekly to the Bear Foundation Office

a. Pledge totals received

b. Problems you are experiencing

c. Request new prospect names – report any problems with information provided

d. Reasons prospects are giving for not joining the BBF

5. Set a personal goal for yourself: 5 phone calls per week/1 NEW MEMBER per week!

6. Forward pledge cards to the BBF office as soon as you get the commitment – it is NOT necessary for the prospect to sign them.

7. Encourage prospects to make a pledge while you have their attention!  The BBF office can follow up to invoice, obtain credit card info, or set up a payment plan.
