The Baylor in Italy Program will offer 3 courses: 

 Topography of Rome and Pompeii (CLA 3321) 

 The Archaeology of Sicily and Southern Italy (CLA 4331) 

 Epistles and Epigraphy of Rome (LAT 3311) 

These courses will introduce students to the archaeology, 

history, art, and mythology of ancient Rome. Students take 

either 3 or 6 credit hours.
