Booths should remain open from 11:00 a.m. to 5:30 p.m.  Set-up and tear-down should occur before and after the area’s opening and closing.  Each booth will be provided with a sandwich board recognizing their organization and the support they have provided Diadeloso, as well as the name of their booth or activity.
Groups may accept donations at their booths, but may not charge a mandatory fee for participation.
Chamber will be responsible for providing all necessary tables, chairs, electrical hook-ups, and other logistical support for the booth.  Additionally, Chamber will provide assistance in working with outside vendors and on-campus departments including, but not limited to, Risk Management, Student Life, General Counsel, Dining Services, and Facility Services.
