Title:  Pressing the Benchmarks:  An Introduction
This session will focus on understanding the Baylor School of Education Benchmarks for Teacher Candidates.  The 18 benchmarks are standards by which Baylor candidates are assessed according to best teaching practices by mentors, clinical instructors, site-based coordinators, and Baylor faculty.  The benchmarks will be presented in an interactive setting with examples from candidate electronic portfolios.  This workshop is critical to new mentors and clinical instructors and can serve as a refresher course for current mentors and clinical instructors.

Mentors will hear exactly what their interns will be asked to do, and will learn ways to support their interns, as well as, how to scaffold this experience in their classrooms.  Examples of previous Teacher Work Samples will be available for viewing.

Title: Secondary Social Studies Summer Academy

The Social Studies Teachers’ Academy (SSTA) intends to engage secondary social studies teachers (Grades 6-12) in a sustained professional development endeavor that emphasizes thematic content knowledge  (e.g., National Council for the Social Studies Ten Thematic Strands) and Constructivist issues-centered models of  instruction that provide each academy participant new perspectives in social studies teaching and learning. The SSTA is designed to draw upon each social studies teachers' interests and expertise in the focused content areas of culture, history, government, and economics.
