· Tutors are not a substitute for your regular instructor. You should make every effort to see your instructor during office hours. It will not hurt your grade if you indicate you need some extra attention. Your instructor will respect you more for it. It is not an admission of weakness, but rather a decision to improve. Still, tutors are wonderful resources . . . .


· Tutors are there for extra practice, for different ways of explaining things, for offering times to meet that may fit your schedule.


· Tutors will help you determine what the assignment is and what you need to know to do it.

· Tutors may give mini-lessons to help you understand concepts or practice rules.

· Tutors will help you practice your speaking, reading, writing and grammar.

· Tutors will notice both random and patterned mistakes you make, whether they occur in speaking or writing. They will either point out that something is wrong and have you fix it, or they will fix it for you and have you explain why their version is the correct one. At no point will the tutors simply fix a problem without making sure you understand how it is fixed.  

· Regarding questions you have that they cannot answer, tutors may advise you to see or e-mail your teacher for clarification.


· Tutors may need to help more than one student, so plan accordingly. If you know you need extra time, you may want to let him or her know that up front.

· Tutors will encourage you to stick with it, and celebrate your victories with you. Learning a language is hard work, but so are all things that are worth doing.  Give it time and energy!
