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Program Overview

Knowledge of Greek is not required to
participate. Baylor in Greece offers three
courses: Archaeology of Greece (CLA
4311, 3 hrs), Ancient Greek Religion (CLA
4315, 3 hrs), and Greek Epigraphy (GKC
3311, 3 hrs). The archaeology course is
designed to give each participant an in -
depth background in the art, archaeology,
and history of the Greek world. The
religion course will address the nature and
practice of ancient Greek religion, as well
as the intersection between the sacred and
civic life. The epigraphy course will teach
sources and methods of reading Greek
inscriptions through on  -site application.

Course Prerequisites

There are no prerequisites for the two
courses with a CLA designation. GKC 3311
students must have completed Greek
through the 2000 level or have instructor
approval.

Students fly to Athens to begin their on -
site study. Afterwards we travel around
Greece, visiting sites such as Crete, Delphi,
Marathon, Olympia, Sparta, Thermopylae,

and Thebes.
