Faith Identity and Culture in FASTEN findings

About 90% of both Christian congregations and those of other faiths had a high faith identity, whereas about 10% had a low faith identity. Of Christian congregations, 74% had a high faith culture, and 60% of congregations of other faiths had a high faith culture. (See Table 3).

While the congregations across faiths demonstrated similar levels of faith identity, a greater difference is seen across FBOs. Of Christian FBOs, 61% had a high faith identity, whereas 27% of other faith FBOs had a high faith identity (see Table 4). Regarding faith culture, 52% of Christian FBOs and 36% of FBOs of other faiths demonstrated a high faith culture. It was more common for FBOs of other faiths to demonstrate lower faith identity and faith culture than Christian FBOs who more commonly had high levels of faith identity and culture.
