Administrative Practices and Collaboration

Are administrative practices related to collaboration?  

Administrative practices are significantly related only to FBOs’ collaborative partnerships.  FBOs with more administrative practices have a higher number of collaborative partnerships (Spearman’s rho r=.192; p=0.003).

a.  The number of coordinating partnerships for Congregations.  Congregations with a high number of coordinating relationships tend to be:

· have a greater percentage of their total operating budget allocated to social service programs (Spearman’s rho r =.242; p<0.001).
· have a larger social service program operating budget. (Spearman’s rho r =.157; p=0.006).
b.  The number of coordinating partnerships for FBOs.  FBOs with a high number of coordinating relationships tend to be:

· have a greater percentage of their total operating budget allocated to social service programs. (Spearman’s rho r =.124; p<0.031).
· have a larger social service program operating budget. (Spearman’s rho r =.157; p=0.006).
