Administrative Practices and Cooperation
Are administrative practices related to cooperation?  


Administrative practices are significantly related to congregations’ and FBOs’ cooperative partnerships.  Organizations with a higher number of administrative practices are involved in a higher number of cooperative relationships (Congregations: Spearman’s rho r=.172; p=0.02; FBOs: Spearman’s rho r=.402; p=0.001).

a.  The number of cooperative partnerships for Congregations.   Congregations with a high number of cooperative relationships tend to:

· be more recently established (Spearman’s rho = -.180; p = 0.0001);
· have a larger total budget size (Spearman’s rho = .317; p < 0.001);
· have a greater percentage of their total operating budget allocated to social service programs (Spearman’s rho = .324; p < 0.001);
· have a lager social service program operating budget (Spearman’s rho = .236; p < 0.001);
· serve a higher number of people in their social service programs (Spearman’s rho = .236; p < 0.001).
b.  The number of cooperative partnerships for FBOs.  FBOs with a high number of cooperative relationships tend to be:

· be more recently established (Spearman’s rho = -.173; p = 0.003).
· have a larger total budget size (Spearman’s rho = .324; p < 0.001). 
· have a greater percentage of their total operating budget allocated to social service programs (Spearman’s rho = .176’ p = 0.002).
· have a larger social service program operating budget (Spearman’s rho = .272; p < 0.001). 
· serve a higher number of people in their social service programs (Spearman’s rho= .120; p<0.034).
