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		Dear Baylor Faculty and Staff, 
At present, all research related activities are allowable and fully operational. However, the local COVID-19 scenario is fluid and University officials will continue to monitor the situation and provide guidance as things progress. Here, we provide answers to a series of frequently asked questions (FAQs) that have arisen over the last few days. Our intent in this communication is to provide guidance on how faculty, staff, and students can best manage research activities in this time of uncertainty. These resources are also intended to prompt proactive planning in the event we find ourselves in a situation where research activities need to be ramped down or suspended for some time period. 
If research activity is suspended, each laboratory should use this checklist to ramp down operations. Reviewing the checklist now and taking care of some items proactively will best position researchers to respond to changing scenarios. 
Additionally, we ask that each laboratory post and begin using this sign-in/sign-out sheet. This information will be extremely valuable if someone in the lab contracts the virus. Use of Microsoft Teams will allow you to conduct virtual research group meetings, if that is desirable. 
We will provide updates to this information, as necessary, on the research website.
